These temporary low-power ‘seventh multiplex” transmissions were introduced in 2010 to bring HD to major population areas.
They will cease as each transmitter site goes through the DSO process, with HD content transferring to the BBC-B public service
multiplex (see Transmitter Table 2 for details). After the corresponding DSO 2 dates HD wiill also be available from dependent

relays of each site.
